ABOUT THE NJRPA AWARDS COMMITTEE

The Awards Committee’s task is to serve as an impartial unit selecting those nominees who have made the greatest contribution in each award category.  It is at the discretion of the Awards Committee to deem certain nominations unacceptable based on Award criteria so please review criteria carefully. Therefore, certain award categories may not be presented at the Awards Ceremony.

The Awards Committee will schedule an on-site inspection of nominations received, as determined by the review of the Committee.  The agency contact listed on the nomination form will be used to schedule the site visit. All nominations will be equitably scored by a universal rating system established by the awards committee. All awards will be presented at the Awards Dinner on Tuesday, February 26, 2019 at the NJRPA 44th Annual Conference in Atlantic City. 
 

How to submit your nomination:

Save the following files to a CD or flash drive:
1. A completed copy of this fill-in PDF nomination form.

2. Six (6) to twelve (12) digital photos of the nominated facility.  Photos must be saved as individual JPEG files, or similar photo format.

3. A one (1) to three (3) minute video of the nominated facility, with a voice over preferred.  You can be as elaborate or simple with the video presentation as you like.  A slide show set to music or an edited “commercial” for your facility.  Video must be windows compatible.

4. Up to five (5) additional files of support materials.  Conceptual site plans, press releases, brochures, flyers, etc.  Detailed engineering plans and specifications should not be included.

The best photos and videos showcase the facility in use!  Use your community resources to assist with your video: local photography studios, video production students, etc.  Videos will be used during nomination review and for the awards presentation. A voice over video is preferred.
